Description: A study of “The Time Between the Testaments”.
Required Texts in Addition to the Bible:
DESCRIPTION & AIM
This course examines The Time Between the Testaments (Malachi – Matthew), approximately 400 years. The time of Daniel’s “kingdoms” (2:31-45). We actually begin with some of the events surrounding the captivity of Babylon and then focus on the events from the time of Malachi to coming of John the Baptist. Special emphasis will be given to elements of that time period that fulfilled prophetic prediction, these aid our understanding of the synagogue and political situation in first central Israel. These events provide a better understanding of the world of Jesus and the church of the first century – a time Paul describes as the “fullness of time” (Gal. 4:4).
CLASS REQUIREMENTS
